1. Cut off PEX tube close to the fitting. Insert small jaw inside fitting and   
 fully close handles, forcing cutter through crimp ring.

2. Reposition cutter to uncut side of ring and partially close handles, forcing   
 crimp ring open.

3. Reinsert Ringcrusher into fitting; fully close the handles, forcing the   
 cutting jaw into PEX pipe.
